Note on Air Posters for Teachers
This note has been prepared for the teachers to explain the concept behind the posters to the students. This is only for your guidance, you can add your thoughts to it while explaining it in the classroom to the students.
Introduction: We breathe air to stay alive. We can live without eating for three days, not for a minute without breathing. Everybody needs clean and fresh air to breathe. But now a days, it’s difficult to have the fresh air. Let’s find out why it’s so difficult:
Refer poster (Poster_GrowAir): With increasing carbon emission and other harmful gases from factories, thermal power plants, vehicles, mines etc., air is getting polluted every second. If the CO2 and other toxic gases keep adding to atmosphere, one day there will be no pure air to breathe. So we have trees and plants to check this adding up of pollutants in air and maintain/balance the air quality. Trees take up the CO2 from environment and gives back the oxygen and also cools the environment. On average, a broad-leafed tree will absorb about 10 kg of CO2 per year.
By planting trees to your surrounding and taking part in the plantation activities, you can be part of the solution.  You are not only growing a tree, you are growing fresh air to breathe.
Refer poster (Poster_Ozone): Another growing problem, we all might have heard about is Ozone depletion. Sun rays falling on earth, have Ultra violet rays in it. UV rays are not that bad, But too much UV rays is very harmful for human beings (especially for eyes and skin) and other living organisms. We have a protective layer of ozone in stratosphere which protects us from harmful UV rays and makes our planet safe for living. 
This ozone layer is depleting due to human activities. Substances like foam, paints, AC, refrigerators etc. releases Chlorofluorocarbon (CFC) into atmosphere, which depletes the ozone layer. This depletion leads to more harmful rays on earth. Scientist says humans cannot do much to fill the holes in ozone layer.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Here is what we can do: Reduce the use of substance having CFC’s in it. Many spray paints and foams have CFC in it. We should use CFC free paints and other products available in the market. Choosing the right product i.e. CFC free products and reducing the use of AC’s, insulating foams etc., we can make the difference.
So choose the product wisely and make the ozone layer healthy.
