Note on Energy Posters for Teachers
This note has been prepared for the teachers to explain the concept behind the posters to the students. This is only for your guidance, you can add your thoughts to it while explaining it in the classroom to the students.
Introduction: We all have lights, fans, Ac’s, television, computers etc. running in our homes and school. Have you ever wondered from where this electricity is coming?  Most of the energy in form of electricity we use comes from burning of fossils fuels like coal and oil. About three-quarters of electricity in our country comes from burning of coals in thermal power stations.

It causes air pollution. These greenhouse and harmful gases makes us difficult to breathe. Who would like to breathe harmful gases instead of pure air with more oxygen and less CO2 in it?  Impure air can make us ill and effect our health. Lungs and heart related disease are common.
But every problem has its solution. And the solution to the dark and dirty coal and fossil fuel burning is shifting to the renewable sources of energy. Renewable sources like solar energy, wind energy do not involve releasing of greenhouses and other toxic gases. Use of renewable energy like solar panels, wind mills, using more bicycles where possible etc. are the way to green side to city from the darker and polluted side.

Renewable energy is a powerful solution and if used properly can solve our energy needs of the future.
